TERMS OF REFERENCE OF THE FRIENDS SCHEME

To help towards the cost of the preservation of the fabric of the Church and the Churchyard

To help towards the cost of repairs to the building and to the bells

To help towards the cost of repair/replacement of major items such as heating installations, wiring, lightening conductors, and the organ.

To help towards the cost of insurance.

The Friends Scheme is part of the PCC's charitable function and money accruing will be held in a reserved fund in the PCC's accounts.

This fund will not provide for:



The day to day running and maintenance of the Church



The cost of church services and the clergy



The Diocesan or Benefice shares.

The Friends Scheme has a committee chaired by one of the church wardens with the PCC secretary and treasurer in those roles.   It may co-opt others as president and members, though unless on the church electoral roll they will only have an advisory role.

These terms of reference can only be altered at the APCM each year.   At that meeting the PCC Treasurer will report the state of the Friends Fund.
